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It could also very well be that this same sentiment underlies the technological hope that a kind of "generic" information systems (e.g. ERP systems) that fits all organisations can be found.

Abundant research that aims to explain that social complexity and general "messiness" of information systems that often lead to failures of a nontechnical origin. The solutions sought and offered by the computer community, are still mainly technological in nature rather than sociological
(Mingers & Gill, 1997). Conventional XE "Conventional"  system
 development approaches still do not equip the developer with tools or knowledge for dealing with the social processes intrinsic to information systems development.
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
